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Please complete the attached form to apply for a work to fly scholarship from Youth Flight Canada and York Soaring Association.  Qualified applicants must be licensed Canadian Glider pilots who are full time students with an infectious enthusiasm for soaring. 

New in 2018, successful applicants agree to work four hour shifts from 9 am to 1 pm or 2 pm to 6 pm to earn credits of $15 per hour towards their membership fees, accommodation fees, air time packages, flight time, and tows. The maximum amount of credits that can be earned is $998 for youth pilots and $1497 for youth glider pilot instructors.  Typical four hour shifts will include hanger packing/unpacking, launching and retrieving gliders, recording flight times, washing gliders etc.  Senior youth/instructors may also train to work as line chief and earn credits for working that role.  On non-flying days or when there are more than five youth working the office will assign tasks such as washing and waxing gliders, cleaning the clubhouse etc. Hours spent flying the tow plane do not count towards earnable credits.

Youth must not accumulate a negative balance in their account of more than $120. Youth pilots may pay their membership fee upfront and begin flying the first day they work a 4 hour shift or they may choose to work two 8 hour shifts (to earn $240 credit) before their first flight.  Glider pilot instructors may do their field check flights to begin instructing and log the hours between hanger unpacking and packing for their credits on the days that they instruct.      

York Soaring Association will charge the recipients a membership fee, insurance deductible waiver, SAC membership (for youth 19 and older), daily camping fees, and regular flight charges.  All of these items can be paid for with credits with the exception of SAC membership. 

Youth will check in at the beginning of each shift with thee office at York and credits will be allocated daily. Failure to check in may result in no credits earned that day. 

Please complete the application form and submit it via email to Tracey Brake.  You (and your parents if you are <18 years old) must read, accept, and sign that you agree to the terms of condition outlined in this document in order to apply to the scholarship. Applications are due by May 1, however, if not all funding available is awarded in May subsequent reviews will take place on June 1, July 1, and August 15.

· Read soaring reference material posted on the York Soaring Forum and be prepared to discuss the concepts with a soaring mentor
· Create and post on the York soaring forum a short introduction about yourself (including a photo) outlining your gliding background, goals for 2018, and expressing your appreciation for the mentoring and financial support of the Youth Flight Canada program and York Soaring. You must also email a copy to Tracey Brake for reference in York’s Soar Tales newsletter.
· Use the full amount of the scholarship in the year it is allocated (funds do not transfer through to the following years) 
· Identify days in advance that I will be working at York Soaring and check in with the office prior to the beginning of my 4 hour work shift
· Maintain a positive balance on my York account and not let my balance fall below negative $120
